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Purpose of the Workshop Guide:
The purpose of this workshop is to train local leaders and community members by providing them with tools to educate and motivate other community members to get involved in the source water assessment and protection (SWAP) process. This community involvement builds support for water protection policies and practices, which in turn creates clear environmental benefits through maintaining and improving local water quality. The workshop guide is called An Introduction to Drinking Water Source Assessment and Protection, and was designed by The Groundwater Foundation at the request of Groundwater Guardian Communities who needed educational tools to more completely understand and implement source water assessment and protection activities.
